The Australian Refugee Association Inc [ARA] is a community based organisation providing settlement, migration and other appropriate assistance to refugees, migrants and other people of concern.
ARA promotes a holistic approach to the needs of refugees and sees the final goal of settlement as full participation in the social, economic, cultural and political life of Australia, whilst maintaining security of personal family and community identity.
Children from refugee backgrounds are a particularly vulnerable group. Most have had limited formal education and many have spent much of their lives in refugee camps. Their low levels of exposure to systems of formal education make it exceedingly challenging for their students to succeed in the Australian education system.

Having successfully established study groups (Homework Club) for secondary students from refugee backgrounds, the Australian Refugee Association is now in the process of setting up a Junior Homework Clubs program.
The aim of Junior Homework Clubs is to help develop the numeracy and literacy skills of children from refugee backgrounds, and to provide a context for parents to not only get help for their children, but for parents to learn more about how they can support their child’s education.
Through an interactive and educational process, we want to make learning fun for both the children and our volunteers who help them. Providing a personal and enthusiastic culture, with an engaging learning environment, we hope to support our new arrivals in their transition from their previous home, to their new one.
The program design also directs an informative approach towards the parents of these children. Offering information regarding assistance and opportunities in their local council, and promoting interest in their Childs education, we hope to create a culture where family can be involved in the education process.
The Junior Homework Clubs offer children a venue in which they can develop their academic abilities and feel personally supported in a time of transition. For refugee youth who face a constant uphill battle for school integration, Homework Clubs provide much needed academic and social support structures.

The children of today are the hope for tomorrow, and education is an extremely important aspect for the development of our future; and our world.
